Items Needed and Setup

Bread sticks—I used bundles of straws.  Put straws in bundles of 10. (I used blue painters tape because it can easily be taken off.) Then put 10 of these bundles of 10 into a bundle of 100. I used a wax stick to make the 100 bundle.  Gives this bundle to the hundred piggy digit.
Labels for each of the pigs and wolfs, can also make noses for each character or other costumes. 
Sign that Says: It’s Borrowing Time
Narrator
One upon a time in a forest at the edge of Mathopolis there lived three piggy digits. And they were pigs. They were especially pigs about their breadsticks.  The digit pigs were inseparable, skipping and oinking through the forest, because these digit pigs formed a number. Digits can you introduce yourselves? 
Hundred Piggy Digit
I stand for 1 hundred oinkingly delicious breadsticks
Tens Piggy Digits

I stand for 0 tens fabulous breadsticks that 
Ones Piggy Digit

I stand for 0 ones
Narrator

One day they were walking along being pigs and “hogging” all the breadsticks when suddenly out of know where comes . . the number wolves. 

Wolves come out with arms linked.  One is a tens number wolf and one is a ones number wolf. 

The number wolves were quite hungry and wanted 68 breadsticks. One breadstick for every wolf in the forest. 

Narrator

And what do you think those piggies said.

Piggies Together.

Not by the hair of our chinny chinny chin.

Wolves Together

Then we’ll huff and we’ll puff – wait that’s silly. If we can’t have breadsticks we’ll have roast pig. 

Piggies Together

Our chinny chinny chins have changed their mind.  We will share.
Narrator

So the ones wolf asked the ones piggy for 8 ones. How many ones does the ones piggy have? Can the ones piggy give the ones wolf 8 breadsticks?   Before she is eaten what time is it?

Put up sign. It’s borrowing time??

So the One’s Piggy turns to the Ten’s Piggy and pleads for her life.

One’s Piggy

Borrow. Oink, Borrow. Oink. Borrow.

Narrator

But the Ten’s Piggy looks helplessly around. How many tens does the ten’s piggy have? Can the tens piggy lend the ones piggy any breadstick? Before she is eaten what time is it?

Put up sign. It’s borrowing time??

So the Ten’s Piggy turns to the Hundred’s Piggy and pleads for her life.

Ten’s Piggy

Borrow. Oink. Borrow. Oink. Borrow.

Narrator

Alas someone with something. So the Tens Piggy Digit borrows one hundred from the Hundreds Piggy. 
Now the tens piggy does not keep track of hundreds so the Tens Piggy breaks up the hundred bundle and counts out the bundles of tens.

Now how many tens does the tens piggy have?

The One’s Piggy seeing that the ten’s finally has something to borrow says.
Ten’s Piggy

Borrow. Oink. Borrow. Oink. Borrow.

Narrator

The Ones Piggy borrows ten from the Tens Piggy. But the ones piggy does not keep track of tens so the Ones Piggy breaks up the ten bundle and count out the ones. How many do you have? 

Narrator

So now back to the wolves.

One’s Wolf to One’s Piggy

I need 8 breadstick

Ones Piggy counts out 8 ones to the ones wolf.
Tens Wolf to Ten’s Piggy

I need 6 groups of ten breadsticks.

Tens Piggy counts out 6 groups of ten to the tens wolf.

And at last we come to the end the story of borrowing in the woods of Mathopolis. Because of borrowing three piggy digit still were alive in the forest but thankfully they weren’t quite as piggy.
